Forty Minute Forums Presents
Next Sunday, Jannuary 16, the Forty-Minute
Forum program is proud to present Diane Loomer.
Diane Loomer C.M., recipient of the Order of
Canada, director and founder of Chor Leoni Men’s
Choir, cofounder and conductor emerita of Elektra
Women’s Choir, and most recently founder and
conductor of EnChor Chamber Choir, is interna-
tionally recognized as one of Canada’s leading
musicians. Her choral compositions have been
published and recorded internationally, and she
frequently appears on CBC national radio as a
spokesperson for the classical arts. She has taught
on the Music Faculty of the University of British
Columbia. The first woman to conduct the
National Youth Choir of Canada, Ms. Loomer
received the Healey Willan Award in 1990 for her
service to choral music in British Columbia; in
1994, she was named YWCA Vancouver’s Woman
of Distinction for Arts and Culture; and in 1997
and 2004 received Distinguished Alumni Awards
honouring her achievements. In 2002, she was
awarded the Queen’s Golden Jubilee Medal for her
significant contribution to Canada’s culture. The
following year, Ms. Loomer was appointed by the
University of Victoria to the University Women’s
Scholar Lecture Series, and in 2005 she was
appointed conductor emerita at Dalhousie
University. In 2008 she was named a Paul Harris
Fellow to the International Rotary Foundation for
her tangible and significant assistance in furthering
better understanding among peoples of the world.
Her passion is choral music.
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Her topic: It's good for us to sing
Choral music has been a part of my life ever since
I've been a small child. The more I work in it, the
more I discover its power to teach, to challenge, to
bring fulfillment and to be the balm of peace in
people's lives. It is both a complex science and a
simple poetry for the soul.

Healing Touch at the Cathedral
Healing Touch is an energy-based, heart-centred
approach to healing, derived from the multi-cultur-
al ancient art of “hands-on-healing”. The goal of
healing touch is to restore wholeness and the inte-
gration of body, mind and spirit. This is a gentle,
safe, non-invasive technique which is intended to
complement traditional medicine. At the Cathedral
we have a healing touch team of 17 trained practi-
tioners, who are available to serve our parish com-
munity by offering healing touch sessions in peo-
ple’s homes, at the hospital, in nursing homes, and
after the 10:30 service on the 3rd Sunday of every
month. A session can take anywhere from ten min-
utes to a half hour. Appointments are currently

being taken for next week, after the 10:30 am serv-
ice. Contact the church office & your name will be
passed on to an HT practitioner who will arrange a
session with you here at the Cathedral.

With similar persistence, Bochabelo caretakers are
providing on-going support to those suffering with
or from the effects of HIV/AIDS in Soweto, South
Africa. Week after week, the caregivers have
unstintingly provided care, food, medicine and
other interventions to those marginalized by this
disease. Regardless of their financial resources, the
caregiv-ers are persistently doing what they can. 
And within our Cathedral, members of the
HIV/AIDS Africa Support Group have main-
tained their determination to make a difference.
For the past 8 years, members have sold cookies to
raise money for the Bochabelo Project. 
Today, you are invited to share their commitment,
by enjoying a free cookie. The cookies are being
donated in thanksgiving for the successful comple-
tion of my daughter’s Master’s degree in communi-
ty and urban planning.

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Notes from an Honorary Assistant & the LUMS Street Priest
THE BAPTISM OF THE LORD 2011

“You are my child, the Beloved!”

One of the most important things we do in our
ministry with our siblings on the Downtown
Eastside is to repeatedly affirm their innate human
value. That they are indeed living icons of the
Creator. Most of their lives mercilessly drive into
them that they are, as one of my friends, much to
my horror, repeatly intones, “garbage, cancerous,
good for nothing but to be discarded!” And my
pastoral experience & intuition tell me that it is
not just the wounded of the DTES that hear &
absorb this dehumanizing message. The recent rash
of young queer suicides reminds us just how wide-
ly pervasive & believed, this bad news is. People are
aching to hear the affirming good news that they
are precious, valued. That their lives are worth
something.

Some of the evangelists report that this message
was aimed at Jesus. To forearm & encourage him
from the outset. To pre emptively assure him. 

Just around the corner is Lent where the powers of
evil will try to convince Jesus both in the desert &
ultimately on the cross that “if you are the Son of
God...” insert appropriate demoralizing alterna-
tive. Yet Jesus dares to believe, to the bitter end,
that the Holy One is his intimate “Abba!” & that
“Abba” is worthy of trust, & despite surface
appearances, only always wants our good.

While other evangelists suggest that the heavenly
acclamation was not so much for Jesus personally,
as for the benefit of the other hearers; us. “For us
baptised” says the line from the Thomas a Kempis
hymn “Oh, Love, How Deep, How Broad, How
High”. 

In Latin the theological phrase is “pro nobis” it
describes the character of God to be as the BCP
reminds us, “the property of God (the defining
constitutive stuff, of which God is made) is to
always have mercy” p.246 BAS.

This pro nobis is what we in the community of

faith identify as a Christology. This is a Christology
we have as yet, I am convinced failed to fully mine
as a resource. Jesus as beloved. Beloved of the Abba
& Our Beloved. In Mexico the word they use to
describe my partner Nathan is “esposo”. Jesus as
spouse is not just a spirituality for medieval nuns.
Perhaps all our warring over gender & sexualities
could be nearer resolved if we had a renewed deep-
er devotion to Jesus our beloved, our spouse, our
bridegroom. The One who accepts, affirms & loves
us, even in & through those times when we judge
ourselves so unloveable; the mirror of “Abba’s ine-
ludeable grace.

And ultimately we too in Him, the Beloved, are
through the holy waters of this holy sacrament also
become the apple of the Father’s eye (Psalm 17:8 ).
As we are incorporated into the Body of Christ,
this word is for each of us too. You are included in
the family. You are the intimate beloved of “Abba”.
You are a special & chosen child. You are beloved.
You are infinitely precious. You have worth. You
are not disposable. You are loved. Not due to any-
thing you have to accomplish to earn this loving
affection. You have worth in & of yourself because
God has chosen to be our “Abba”.

The voice from above reverberates! “That’s my boy!
You are my beloved” the Father acclaims! Amen!
